Answer to last week’s question: Who were the Desefathers? The Desert Fathers were the earliest
Christian hermits or monks. They lived in the deserts of Egypt beginning in the third century. Theirs was an
ascetic lifestyle. It consisted of prayer and fasting, giving up the world outside their hermitage and dedicating
themselves totally to God. Many were wise in the realm of spirituality and people began to go to the deser
to be guided by these hermits. Their lifestyle of constant prayer and self-discipline was the beginning of
monasticism as a way of life in the Church. Many of their writings were handed down through the centuries
and are available to us today.

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Youth Trip to Guatemala

One of the treasured traditions of Catholicism is the recognition and remembrance of those who
have been martyred for their faith. Archbishop Oscar Romero of El Salvador stood on the side of the
poor and defended their right to human dignity. He was murdered while consecrating the Eucharist on
March 24, 1980. Witnesses reported that Romero’s blood spilled onto the altar, mingling with the Body
and Blood of Jesus.

The archbishop’s assassination came as no surprise. Romero’s dear friend, a Jesuit priest named
Rutilio Grande, had been shot in El Salvador the year before a bullet pierced Romero’s heart. Standing
over his friend’s body, Romero said, “ If they have killed him for doing what he did, then | too have to
walk the same path.”

As part of our mission trip to Guatemala in July, Father Anton invited his friend, Father Richard
Antall, an American priest who has been serving in El Salvador for the past 19 years, to join the youth
group for dinner and a talk following a viewing of the moRemero Father Richard offered a
memorable presentation on his ministry to the people of El Salvador, providing us with a witness to the
words of Oscar Romero, “If | am killed, | will rise up again in the Salvadoran people.” Father Richard’s
work brings Romero’s words to life.

Many people just don’t feel happy. No matter what they have or do not have, they are not comfortable in their own sk
They feel an inner uneasiness or anxiety that lives with them constantly. When they are under more stress than usual the
become more aware of their state of dis-ease. So they ask me how can | become happy and Ind peace. The answer is
for each individual. Humans are similar and we are unique, but the underlying needs are universal regardless of race, rel
ethnic group, geographic location or socioeconomic levels. We all want to be connected and belong. How each of us ge
needs met can look very different. There are several key elements to helping one !'nd their happiness. Remember, the de
changes according to the person not the situation.

Key Elements:

I. Understand how you have become who you are presentlyou can’t deny that we are who we are as a result of the family
we came from, the experiences we have had, how we have dealt with life’s situations, and genetics. No one is an island .
think that you are solely responsible for who you are is to fool yourself. The ingredients that make up Mr. X come from m
sources. It is our choice once we become aware of our issues. To take responsibility for the resolution of our problems i
beginning step to happiness and becoming empowered. Many people shy away at that moment and blame their parents
for who they are now. That does not solve anything. Frankly, that complicates your life even further. The essence is to fa
your life experiences and work out the hurts and pains that interfere with your sense of happiness. Maybe your parents &
or the people who caused you pain are not available (physically or mentally) to work through the dilemmas with you. So |
your journey and ask yourself what do you remember that causes you unhappiness? Write down your responses. Every
time to journal your thoughts and feelings. At the end of a week go over your entries and you will see a possible repetitio
what you were thinking and feeling. If you can discuss your feelings with the people who hurt you, please do. If you have
special friend you can discuss these feelings with, that would be a good place to start. If you are feeling unsafe or have r
to speak with, seek help from a psychologist. The more you know yourself and what drives you to think, feel and act, the
the opportunity you have to Ind your peace and happiness.

not mean that you have to have many friends or many family members. The essence is that the ones you have are respe
of who you are and respond to you and your needs and vice versa.

Itis at
feeling and being safe in relationship with another for who you are. There are no negative consequences for you express
your thoughts, feelings and actions. But remember you need to be respectful also. Without these ingredients genuine intir
is not a possibility. Another important consideration is how intimate you are with yourself. Do you consistently judge your
and criticize yourself? If so, how come? In order to be intimate with another you have to feel safe with yourself. If not,
examine why. Whose voice is judging you?

3. Take a stand for what you believe no matter how others try to sway youCreate an “I” position that means you are able
to stand strong for your beliefs, actions and thoughts while others are trying to sway you towards adopting their stance.
strong stance enables you to build boundaries that will enable you to do what you want and need to do. There will be muc
resistance to your creating your own identity that stands strong, but with time others in your life will realize that they need
relate to you for who you are and what you need rather than what they want from you. Having and knowing your identity
essential to Indingr OUR sense of happiness. As the saying goes, “To thine own self be true.”

4. Develop a relationship with God The highest form of intimacy is in relationship with God. Learn to be in relationship
with God.

In order to insure the safety of our young
people, all on our parish and school staffs alon
with all who volunteer in any way in St. Mary’s
Parish and our schools must first complet
VIRTUS training and are required to submit to
criminal background check.

The purpose of this Diocesan and Paris
policy is to provide a universal vigilance. We
seek to provide an environment in which all
are aware of the difference between appropria
and inappropriate behaviors, an environment i
which all recognize potential danger signs an
unhealthy situations and an environment in whic
all know the proper course of action to take whe
something is wrong and when something raise
concern. The VIRTUS training is designed t
help us recognize potentially dangerous situation
so that no one is harmed.

It is important to note that VIRTUS
training is mandatory. If a parish volunteer,
whether they work with children or not, does
not complete VIRTUS training, they will not be
permitted to serve in any volunteer capacity at
St. Mary’s or at any other parish in the Diocese
of Rockville Centre.

We thank all who have cooperated with
this Diocesan and Parish policy. All who are
interested in being a volunteer on any level i
St. Mary’s Parish and Schools are expected t
complete these requirements before they begi
their volunteer service. The time and places fo
VIRTUS training are listed each week in The
Long Island Catholic. The Criminal Background
